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Lunda Language Audio Recording

An exciting new project is underway to put the recently revised Lunda New Testament into digital audio format.  We have been working closely with the international group ‘Faith Comes by Hearing’ to have good readers locally recorded and captured on computer.  Makeshift studios were erected and the sound quality has been excellent.  The basic idea is to have every book in the New Testament available to the many who are, as yet, still unable to read.  The potential for this medium of communication through wind up or solar powered players is enormous.  Playing the Good News around village fires could have long reaching effects on people and their faith particularly amongst people groups who have historical oral traditions of committing what they hear spoken to long term memory.  We therefore felt it right to become fully involved in the organisation and selection of good, clear, animated readers and were thrilled to see that, after three weeks hard work, the New Testament in Lunda has been completely committed to computer and will soon be ready for additional work overseas.  The final audio product should have high quality background sound effects with which to enhance the spoken Word.   We are prayerfully committing this venture to the Lord and looking forward to this resource being available amongst the Lunda people of Zambia, Angola and DRC.     
Youth Camp for 80

There is much to be said for having smaller numbers at Youth Camps!   Africa teems with children & youth and when the truck went to collect the campers, others were sitting crying on the ground desperate to go and join their friends at camp, but there was simply no room on the truck.  If there had been funds for ten trucks, there would still have been tears as it seems that always some are left behind.  Those who did come had a great time renewing friendships of past years and just enjoying each other’s company in a safe environment.  Parents pay, as part of their children’s normal school fees, a modest amount for youth camp during the holidays because they know their children will be cared for and looked after.  Many were challenged by the speakers to make good life choices and it was made clear that these good choices could only be made consistently by those whose lives had been surrendered to the Lord. 
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Almost before everyone realises, time has gone.  Some girls come to the workshops and request a wheelbarrow?   The want to sweep and clean up in and around their dormitories as an expression of thanks to the Lord for the way He has met with them at Camp.  A truck can be heard grinding it’s dusty way towards Nyangombe and soon it is parked ready to be loaded and within one hour everything is quiet again.  A strange type of quiet when one knows deep down that the Lord has dealt with many at this camp.  We simply pray that those leaving will have the courage of their convictions to ‘remember their Creator in the days of their youth’ and make good life choices.

Community Bridge Building!
Close to Nyangombe Christian Training Centre is Kahanda Primary School.  Two years ago, the  bridge accessing the school, which the children use daily, was washed away.  Some visiting politicians asked if we would assist the school by building a permanent bridge and they promised some money.  A small donation from the Government came through in April enabling us to purchase cement.  It will not be enough to complete the bridge but it has been turned into an exercise for our trainee builders who are doing a good job under the supervision of their building tutor.   Once the concrete has been poured to the finished height the backfilling will be done before finding a way to bridge the gap!!    We are trusting that the bridge will be complete before the rains come again in October enabling the children to get to school in complete safety.

We are always conscious that we are in partnership with so many supporters from Elim overseas.  Far less would be possible if it were not for the way in which the Lord motivates His people to pray and practically support the varied ministries taking place at Nyangombe.
